HOW TO MEASURE:

Chest - The tfape should be placed under the arms level across back muscles and chest. Have the
person take a deep breath when reading the measurement.

Waist- The fape should be placed around the waist above the top of the hip bone. It should be
positioned approximately where the personwears abelt.

NOTES:

1. Always use a cloth failor's fape when taking body measurements. Place the index fingerand
middle finger between tape and body while holding the tape with thumb.

2. Forcircumference measurements of the body, the tape measure should not be pulled too tight.

3. Forgarment size, use the tape measurement to the nextlargestinch.

4. Garmentsizingis determined from the actual body measurements. Aspecific size garment, e.g.
size 42, is designed to fit a body with a chest measurement of 42",

The actualsize of the pattern and garment willbe determined by:

a. Requirements of the sport (designed for loose or tight fit).

b. Type of fabricinfendedforthe garment design.

c. Special garmentstyles or designs. When the above adjustmentshave beenfactoredinto the
pattern, the garment should fit the proper size body asindicated on the size label of garment.

d. The type and size of pads worn by the player

WASHING GUIDE

The following recommendations for cleaning and storing your uniforms willenhance the
appearance ofyourteamandextendthelife ofyourgarments.

LAUNDERING PREPARATION

+ Garments should be washed separately before initial use.

+ For best results and maximum wear, uniforms should be laundered
immediately after each game, in cold water.

+ Therinse cycle shouldlikewise be setforcoldwater.

+ Garments that cannot be cleaned promptly after wearing should be
hung individually on rust-proof hangers or hooks. Perspiration fading
may occurif wet garments are leftin a pile.

+ After agame, inspect uniforms for snags, tears, etc. and make repairs
before washing to prevent further damage.

+ Remove all contrast coloritems, such as belts, from garments before
laundering and wash them separately.

+ Before laundering aload of new uniforms, a sample garment should
bewashed according to carelabelinstructions.

+ Prior to washing, turning the garments inside out will
help preserve the twill or perma-print lettering.

+ Werecommend a detergent similar to Tide® for cold water.

+ Donotwashuniformswithotheritems, such astowels.

SOAKING

+ Heavily soiled garments should be soaked in lukewarm water with a
proteinrelease agent foramaximum 45 minutes.

+ Spray on products such as Spray’n Wash® or Shout® and leave on 15
minutesto absorb before washing.

+ Productssuchas StickStain®orShout Gel®canberubbed onstub-
born stains and left overnight for washing the next day as well.

+ Forblood stains, itis best forinse in cold water as soon as possible,
andifnecessary, soakin cold water before washing. One of the above
pre-freatments can also be used, or an oxygen basedlaundry booster
such as Oxy Clean®can also be used for blood stains.

+ Anoxygen basedlaundry boostersuch as Oxy Clean®can also be
usedfoeliminate odor.

+ Forinkstains, use hairspray. Simply spray on and rub until the inkis
gone, thenwash asnormal.

« Immediately aftersoaking, garments should berunthrough anormal
washcycle.

MATCHING COLORS:

There is no known process which can positively regulate the final
results when cotton, polyester or nylon yarns or cloth are dyedin
bothyarns and fabrics. Even though the finest dyes are used, each lot
may absorb the colorin adifferent manner and vary inshading when
finished. Every possible effort is made to match colors as closely as the
peculiarities in dyes and dye action will permit, but the situation is not

WASHING

* Donotoverload washer.

* Donotwash white and colored garmentstogether.

+ Allgarments should be washed in cold water, 98° for blood stains.
Rinse watertemperature should not vary more than a few degrees
fromwashwatertemperature.

+ Use amild detergent (ph under 10.0) for washing uniforms.

+ The waterlevelin the washing machine should be kept high fo hold
down mechanical action. Only when uniforms are extremely soiled
shouldthewaterlevelbeloweredtoincrease mechanicalaction.

+ Avoid overloading the machine asthis causes shrinkage andimpedes
the cleaning process.

+ Use an anfi-static agent such as Bounce® Dryer Sheets, especially
ongarmentstobe tumble dried, to minimize lint atfraction and spark
discharge.

BLEACH

* Never use a chlorine bleach on any garments as it fades colors and
weakenssome materials.

DRYING

* For best results, garments (particularly those containing spandex)
should be hung to drip dry.

¢ Donotdryuniformsonhigh heat.

* Ifyoumustuse adryer,use adamp dry orairdry setting. Highheat
can cause shrinkage, Perma-Print®ink to crack, twill to wrinkle etc.

* When tfumble drying, use the lowest temperature or “air” setting. The
uniformswillsticktogether, especially those with Perma-Print®ink.

* Remove garments promptly from dryer.

DRY CLEANING
* Donotdry clean any of your uniforms.

STORING

+ Garmentsshouldbe completely dry before storing.

+ Store uniforms in a cool, dry area protected from sunlight and fluores-
cent light. This will prevent mildew and yellowing.
